Frequently Asked Questions 
about the Novak Institute for Hazing Prevention
Who is eligible to attend/participate?

The Novak Institute is open to any professional or volunteer who works with student communities.  Professionals who work in student engagement areas of: student conduct, housing and residential life, athletics, intermural and club sports, fraternity and sorority life, campus security and safety, student clubs and organizations, counseling and alcohol and other drug education, parent services will find the institute particularly useful.  Additionally, professionals or volunteers who work for intern/national organizations and associations will also benefit from attending the institute.

When is it?

June 6-9, 2012

Do I need to pay online or can I pay at the conference?

Payment for the institute can be made using a credit card or University check (we will accept purchase orders, but checks must be received by the payment deadline for which you have registered).  Payment on-site will not be accepted.  

Is transportation provided?

Transportation is provided from the Lexington airport beginning Wednesday, June 6th. 
How do I get to the conference location?
Institute check-in will be at Baldwin Hall in the South Commons.  

Who will be speaking?

The faculty for the institute are those with expertise in the subject area from a range of professional backgrounds.  You can view their photos and bios on the faculty page. 
What are travel and lodging arrangements?

Participants should make their own travel arrangements to the Institute, either driving or flying to Lexington, KY.  Participants will stay in double occupancy residence hall rooms, or single room for an additional fee.  Linens will be provided.  

What is your cancellation policy?

Refunds are not possible, however we encourage registrants whose plans have changed to find a replacement.  Names can be changed on the original registration form up until a week before the Institute. 
Is there a group discount?

Yes, there is a $400 discount for teams of (5) or more and also discounts for various numbers of participants for sponsoring organizations at a certain level. The sponsoring organization contact will be sent a special code to access their discounted registrations. 
Is lodging provided?

Yes, lodging is provided at a residence hall on the campus of the University of Kentucky.  Bedding and towels are also provided.  You may wish to bring a blanket if you get cold or your own towel to be more comfortable. An alarm clock is also recommended. 
Can we choose our roommate?

Yes, if you have a roommate preference you can indicate that at the time of registration.   

Are scholarships available?

A limited number of scholarships are available to attend the institute.  The Bickle and the Hope Scholarships are available for one professional and one student.  Organizations may choose to offer scholarships to their members, but those spots will be chosen by the organization itself and not through HazingPrevention.Org. 

What is the attire of the Institute?

Attire for the institute is casual.  The institute will take place in an air-conditioned room, so you may want to consider packing a light sweater. 
What materials from my institution/organization should I bring with me?

You may want to consider bring with you:

· Copies of hazing policies or state laws 

· Educational materials or resources you have used or produced

Are there materials that I should read prior to attending the Institute?

Prior to your arrival to the institute, the case study will be forwarded.  You should read this prior to the institute as many elements of the curriculum as based on the developed case study.  
I have a conflict and can only attend part of the program. Is that ok? 

No. This program is not a conference where sessions offered are stand-alone in nature. At an Institute there is an integrated curriculum with sessions that build upon each other. Missing even one, will make it difficult for participants to keep up and get the full benefit. 

Will there be internet access?

Yes, there will be internet access for participants of the institute, but we ask that you not bring laptops into the program sessions as typing can be distracting for other participants.  
Is it recommended that individuals who attend the Institute once attend it again in the future? 

If you have attended the institute previously we suggest that your future attendance be part of your team or coalition.  

Is there a limit to the number of attendees an individual institution or organization can send to the Institute?

No, there is no limit to the number of members’ one campus or organization can send.  We encourage campuses to have interdisciplinary teams that are composed of students, faculty and senior administrators.   Do note that in general, space is limited and the institute may fill to capacity.  Generally, it is not recommended to bring a group larger than 10. 
What does my registration fee include?  

Registration fee covers curriculum materials, double occupancy room, (7) meals and the opening reception, and transportation to and from the airport for those who arrive during the specified times.
