
Instructions for using the webinar technology
How will you SEE the Webinar?
All you need is a computer to enjoy our webinar. If you follow the guide on the next two pages, you should have no problem in viewing and hearing the webinar. 
The morning of the webinar, we will send you a link to the meeting room. We recommend signing in about 15 minutes before in order to make sure your computer connects to the webinar room. If you have difficulties consult a technology support person immediately. Unfortunately, representatives of HazingPrevention.org will not be available to help due to managing the webinar. 
You need the Adobe Breeze Technology on your computer. All Breeze participants need Flash Player 9.0.This Adobe Web page will determine if the Flash Player is installed on your computer and report the version: http://www.adobe.com/products/flash/about/. Update accordingly to prevent problems. Potential other system requirements can be found on page six of http://download.macromedia.com/pub/documentation/en/breeze/5/meeting_ug_participants.pdf. Most computers have all of these requirements already in place in order for you to view websites, watch videos and chat with friends and colleagues. 
To access the login page, click the URL in the email invitation that you will receive. A login window appears, with options for logging in as a Breeze user (with a user name and password) or as a guest. For the webinar, you will need to sign in using the “guest” option. Enter your institution or organization name.
Click the Close (X) button in the upper-right corner of the meeting room window when you are ready to leave. 
How will you HEAR the webinar?

If you can already hear music, YouTube videos or a CD on your computer, then you’re probably fine. Review your computer’s options for sound. If you don't use your computer in this way, you may want to login early to test your audio. 
If you do not have sound on your computer, then we recommend using a different one or adding this feature prior to the webinar. This webinar uses the speakers on your computer, not a phone conference call number. There is no option for using the phone for this webinar.
So when you sign into the Webinar you should turn up your computer speakers or plug in your headphones to listen to the presentation. Please close all other applications as they may interfere with the audio feed for this webinar. If you cannot hear anything, click on “Meeting” in left of dark grey tool bar at the top of the screen and select “Audio Setup Wizard.” Complete the first part of the Wizard, which ends with a speaker test, in order to ensure you are properly connected for webinar audio. If you cannot hear anything after this, please consult your technology support person. We will do a sound check 15 minutes before the Webinar to make sure you can hear. 

How will you SHARE this webinar with others?

We hope hundreds of students on your campus will take advantage of this opportunity to learn about countering hazing culture in fraternity/sorority chapters. That being said, it is probably going to be hard to do this with one computer and some small speakers. If you plan to host the webinar in a larger room for many people to see, we recommend the use of an LCD Projector and additional sound amplification of some kind. As long as the meeting space has Internet access to log into the webinar room, and you can hook up the LCD Projector to the computer, you should have no problems. You should consult with your technology support person in order to ensure this will work ok. You can test this ahead of time by viewing the webinar recording referenced below using a LCD Projector and sound in the meeting room you will use for the HazingPrevention.org Webinar. It is always good to test technology before you plan to use it for large groups – you never know what could go wrong!  The webinar will be recorded and will be sent to participants afterward for use as many times as they like. 

Other Tips on using Abode Breeze:
